Authorization of Therapeutic Passes 

CAMHD is issuing this clarification to the Child and Adolescent Mental Health Performance Standards (CAMHPS) general standards regarding therapeutic passes.  There has been a lot of confusion about when an authorization is needed from the FGC for a therapeutic pass and when this is not necessary. The CAMHPS presents the standard that absences of “24 hours or more” require a therapeutic pass to be authorized.  This memo is to clarify that the 24 hours refers to the youth’s absence from the program for an entire bed-day.  A bed-day begins at 12:01 am and ends at 11:59 pm.  A special therapeutic pass authorization is required only when a youth is absent from their out-of-home placement for an entire 24-hour bed-day.  If a youth is present in the program for any part of a bed-day, it can be billed as a normal day.  Here are some examples:

	Time out of the program
	How to bill:

	Leaves the program at 4:00 pm on Friday Jan 18th, returns at 10:00 am on Sunday morning Jan 20th.


	Friday 1/18 – one normal bed-day

Saturday 1/19 – one theraputic pass (youth not in program at all)

Sun 1/20 – one normal bed-day



	Leaves the program at 10:00 am on Saturday 1/19, returns at 6:00 pm on Sunday evening 1/20.


	Saturday 1/19 – one normal bed-day

Sunday 1/20 – one normal bed-day

No therapeutic pass needed for this visit home.
