What counts as a “day” in a Therapeutic Respite Home (TRH)?

CAMHD is issuing this clarification to the Child and Adolescent Mental Health Performance Standards (CAMHPS) regarding Therapeutic Respite Homes.  There has been some confusion about what counts as a “unit” or “day” in the Therapeutic Respite Home level of care.  This is different from the way “bed-days” are counted in other out-of-home levels of care.  In general, the day the youth is admitted to a TRH stay “counts” as a day – no matter what time he/she arrives, and the day the youth leaves the TRH does not count as a day – no matter what time he/she leaves.  Here are some specific examples:

	Therapeutic Respite stay
	Number of units to be billed & explanation:

	Arrives 10am on 12/17 and departs 8am on 12/18


	  1 unit, day of discharge (12/18) not billable



	Arrives 8am on 12/17 and departs 9pm on 12/18


	1 unit, day of discharge (12/18) not billable

	Arrives 4pm on 12/17 and departs 8am on 12/19


	2 units  (12/17 and 12/18)  12/19 not billable, day of discharge



	Arrives 4pm 12/17  and departs 4pm on 12/19 


	2 units (12/17 and 12/18 ) 12/19 not billable, day of discharge.




As described in the Orange Book (p 100), authorization for this service is limited to two days per month.  This is designed to make it possible for the youth to spend either a whole weekend per month with the TRH family or two nights on different weekends per month with the TRH family, depending on the youth’s needs and the family’s schedule.
