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ADMINISTRATION OF MEDICATION

IN THE CLASSROOM

Whenever possible, arrangements should be made with the family and physician to schedule the administration of medication during times when the child is most likely to be under parental supervision.  *We do not have medical staff on site.

However, when medication must be administered in the classroom, the following procedures will apply:

1.  A Consent For Administration of Medication will be completed prior to 

     administration of any medication in the school.

     a.  The teacher will give the form to the parent, or one can be obtained in the 

          office.

     b.  The parent will complete the form with assistance from the physician, and 

          the parent and physician will sign the form

     c.  The parent will return the form to the teacher.

2.  The parent should bring the prescribed medication in its original container (labeled for school) with the following information on the label:

     a.  Child’s name

     b.  Date of prescription

     c.  Dose, interval of administration, and route(mouth, ear, nose, etc..) 

     d.  Name of physician

3.  The medication will be kept in a locked cabinet and kept at the school.

4.  To avoid repeated administration of doses, there should be one staff person 

     responsible for administering the medication and logging it on the form.
5.    Picture of child needs to be brought in with medicine.
