Consent for a Multidisciplinary Evaluation (MDE)

Instructions

Purpose of Form

IDEA Part C (Sec. 303.404[a][1]) requires parent consent prior to “conducting the initial evaluation and assessment of a child…”  This form serves that purpose.  

For families of children with developmental concerns or at biological risk:  The Consent for a MDE is to be completed with the family at Intake so that the MDE can be scheduled as soon as possible.  Prior to completing the Consent for MDE, the Interim Care Coordinator (CC) would have already explained the purpose of the MDE as part of the Intake process.

How to Complete this Form

1. Fill in the Child/Family/Program information on the top of the form as indicated.

2. Complete family preferences (i.e. location/day/time) for scheduling the evaluation/assessment.

3. Have parent/legal guardian sign the form.

4. Check off type of consent for sharing information.
What’s Next
1. The MDE team will schedule the evaluation/assessement based on family preferences and MDE team availability.  If the timeframe indicated does not meet the family’s needs, the CC should contact the family to discuss optional locations/days/times.

2. After the evaluation/assessment is scheduled, the CC sends the Written Prior Notice (WPN) to the family with the date, time, and place of the evaluation/assessment noted (refer to WPN instructions if necessary).

Following the MDE

1. Remind the family that they will receive a copy of the MDE report within two weeks.

2. Ask the family if they would like a copy of the evaluation report sent to the child’s Pediatrician.  If so, complete “Authorization For Use or Disclosure of Protected Health Information (PHI) Form.  

3. Also inform the family that the CC will be contacting them to schedule the Initial IFSP meeting and determine whom they would like to participate in the Initial IFSP.

4. Complete the bottom portion of the Consent for Multidisciplinary Form

a. MDE date is the last date all information was obtained and reviewed in order to determine eligibility

b. Check all that apply for Sources of Information for Biological Risk and Developmental Delay

NOTE-1:  Biological Risk must have a signed and dated physician/psychologist statement that the child’s diagnosis has a high probability of resulting in a developmental delay.
NOTE-2:  Battelle must be completed by two different disciplines.
c. Check off eligibility determination

5.  The CC sends the WPN to the family with the eligibility status and the Initial IFSP selected.  Include the date, time, place of the IFSP meeting (refer to WPN instructions if necessary).  
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
