What is an Adult Foster
Home for Individuals
with Developmental or
Intellectual Disabilities?

A DD/ID Adult Foster Home is o
private home in which care, train-
ing and supervision are provided
on a twenty-four hour basis for not
more than two adults with develop-
mental or intellectual disabilities
(DD/ID) who are unrelated to the
foster family at any point in time.
Each foster adult shall be cared
for as a family member and shall
share in the foster family’s activi-
\ties and responsibilities.
