Almost all candidates are choosing to take the computer-based exams now,
which have been offered for several years, and the International Credentialing
and Reciprocity Consortium (IC&RC) is soon phasing out ALL written
exams. The computer-based exam testing is available on all islands, you
schedule your own exam when you are ready to take it, they are exactly the
same exams as the written ones, there are no registration deadlines to meet,
and you know the results immediately. A candidate can choose to take the
computer-based exam when they have completed the requirements to test, and
they are available all year round. The cost for the computer-based exam is
$115.

NOTICE FOR REMAINING TWO WRITTEN EXAMINATION
SCHEDULED DATES, ONLY!:

Therefore, as of December 1, 2014, the ADAD office will only be offering two
more written exam dates for 2015. The first one will be offered on Friday,
March 13, 2015, and the deadline to register is Tuesday, February 3, 2015 —
all registration materials and payment must be received in the ADAD office
by 2:30pm, on 2/3/2015. The second exam date will be Friday, June 12, 2015,
and the deadline to register for that exam will be Tuesday, May 5, 2015 - all
registration materials and payment must be received in the ADAD office by
2:30pm, 5/5/15. The cost for the written exam is $100.

THERE WILL BE NO WRITTEN EXAMS ADMINISTERED AFTER JUNE
12, 2015; ONLY THE COMPUTER-BASED EXAMINATIONS WILL BE
OFFERED.
