B. Review 5/9/2013 Meeting Minutes

1. The minutes of the May 9, 2013 Board of Certification (BOC) meeting were approved.

C. Old Business

1. BOC reviewed a request to approve CEUs for webinar presentations at future conferences.  BOC agrees with the concept, however, will require submission of a plan for how attendance will be verified (sign-in/sign-out).
2. Bonner requested re-review of renewal denial. DOH found that he did renew his Grade 3 license for 2010-12 and thus his 2012-14 renewal was accepted.

3. Request to receive CEUs for teaching a class

a. Dana Riddle taught SWOTC Course #209 and requests to receive 1.0 CEU. Approved per previous BOC significant decision.

b. Evaluation of 50 states certification requirements for reciprocity – BOC reviewed the requirements for all states and updated the significant decisions regarding which licenses from which states.
6. Requests for Temporary Certification

a. Jonah Napoleon. Applied for a temporary Grade 3 license for work at Waimanalo WWTP under DRC Harry Hauck.  Grade 3 temporary certificate approved for 2 years pending receipt of $50 certificate fee.

7. Wastewater Treatment Plant Classifications

a. Kamakoa WWTP, Waikoloa, was scored with 39 points, Class II plant rating.

b. Waimea WWTP, Kauai, was scored with 81 points, Class IV plant rating.

c. Ulu Wini WWTP, Kona, was scored with 42 points, Class II plant rating.
