		Intended Purpose:

		The Hospital and Medical Facilities special fund was enacted in the 1999 Legislature and amended in the 2002 Legislature to the Office of Health Care Assurance (OHCA) special fund to allow for deposit of all moneys collected by the department in licensing fees and penalties to be expended to assist in offsetting educational program expenses to enhance the capacity of the program to improve public outreach efforts and consultations to industries, educate the public, department staff and providers by OHCA.

		Source of Revenues:

		State licensure fees and administrative penalties are the primary source of moneys deposited into the OHCA special fund.  Licensure fees are collected in accordance with chapter 11-103, Hawaii Administrative Rules (HAR) to implement §321-1.4 and 321-11.5, Hawaii Revised Statutes (HRS). Administrative penalties are imposed and collected pursuant to §321-20, HRS.


		Current Program Activities/Allowable Expenses:

		OHCA has the responsibility of managing the State licensure and Federal certification of medical and health care facilities, agencies and services provided throughout the State in order to ensure acceptable standards of care are provided.

		Variances:

		OHCA revised HAR §11-103 to increase licensing fees effective in September 2022 for FY23. This fee increase will provide additional revenue and increase the revenue to approximately $750,000 in FY 2023 and $815,000 if future years.

OHCA expected to spend $1,430,354 in FY2023 to cover a one time contract cost at $710,000 for the HCFMIS contract cost. However, the HCFMIS contract could not be established due to staff vacancies. This increase in FY2023 was a result of changing method of financing to cover salaries and fringe benefits of the positions in which the general fund portion was reduced due to Statewide general fund reductions. OHCA spent approximately $791,000 in FY2025.

OHCA spent $384,000 in FY2024 for contract costs that were not encumbered and executed timely, thus the amount should have been split over the two years at $192,000 each, which would account for this large variance in FY2023 and FY2024.  The HCFMIS contract was executed in FY25expended in FY2025, as were requested and approved for budget year FY2025 with the RFI and RFP posting taking place in September and awarded and encumbered in FY25.

Revenue steadily increased in FY25, but due to timing, expenditures will not be completed until FY26.

Expenditures were increased in FY2020 dues the expenditures on CMP communication projects that were approved by Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS). The expenditure was increased in FY2021 due to the delay in contract to implement CMP reinvestment plan. OHCA expected to spend $350,000 in FY2022 and $450,000 in FY2023 to implement CMP reinvestment plan and $500,000 in subsequent years, but that was revised.

FY2024 included two CMP requests that were revised, approved and paid.  CMS had placed a temporary hold on CMP projects nation-wide while they reevaluated the program.  FY2025 projects are currently being discussed and State Agencies (SA) are encouraged to reach out to the CMPRP Team for guidance on the updated plans for monies to be spent.

FY2025 did not see any CMP funds used for any facilities; SA working with CMS on future plans for use of the CMP funds.

				The Hawaii State Opioid Response (Hawaii SOR 4) project aims to address opioid and stimulant use, misuse, and overdose in the State of Hawaii. Continuing the activities of the Hawaii SOR 3 project, it will expand access to substance use disorder (SUD) treatment and recovery support services for at least 300 individuals annually, totaling 900 individuals over the grant period. With improved telehealth implementation, the State will increase SUD treatment and recovery support services to reach rural areas such as Hana, Maui; Lanai; Molokai; Kauai; and the rural areas of Hawaii Island. Increased emphasis on prevention and public education activities in Hawaii SOR 4 will allow the state to lay the groundwork for a long-term strategy to prevent substance use while simultaneously enhancing community resilience. Activities will aim to enhance SUD education and prevention for children and families, provide school-based and after-school substance use prevention education programs, and offer evidence-based training for the workforce, stakeholders, and community navigators. To strengthen the healthcare workforce, the state will offer specialized training on opioid and stimulant use through a Nurse Residency Program targeting new graduate nurses and nurse preceptors. The Hawaii SOR project will also increase Hepatitis C Virus (HCV) care coordination through the Health Enhancement to Reduce Opioid-Use-Disorder (HERO) program, which aims to coordinate referrals and link clients with HCV to OUD treatment. Support for pregnant and parenting women (PPW) will increase with expanded use of Perinatal Substance Use Disorder (PSUD) peer support and PPW-specific training for Hawaii Coordinated Access to Resources Entry System (Hawaii CARES) staff. Finally, overdose prevention, education, and response will be enhanced by continuing efforts to expand Hawaii's naloxone distribution system and increasing the availability of fentanyl test strips, measures crucial for preventing overdose deaths and promoting safer practices. This project exemplifies how system-wide success is achievable and sustainable through the integration and collaboration of resources, organizations, and activities.

Lastly, harm reduction and overdose education will increase with enhancements to the naloxone distribution system and expanded use of fentanyl test strips. This project exemplifies how system-wide success is achievable and sustainable through integration and collaboration of resources, organizations, and activities.

				The State’s overarching goal is to prevent or reduce the severity and disabling effects related to alcohol and other drug use, abuse, and dependence by assuring an effective, accessible public and private community based system of prevention strategies, treatment services and recovery supports. The purpose of the HI-SOR is to enhance and expand Hawaii’s substance use disorder (SUD) continuum of care (COC) for prevention, treatment and recovery support services. This comprehensive approach is aimed at the COC for opioid and other stimulant and substance misuse, to improve and expand access to MAT, and provide wide-reaching community engagement regarding education for prevention, treatment and recovery resource availability. HISOR will also focus on expanding the State’s SUD coordinated entry system, the Hawaii Coordinated Access Resource Entry System (HI CARES), for coordination of services for complex, co-occurring SUD and severe mental health disorders through existing systems and improved utilization of telehealth systems; improve development of prescriber education and training that incorporates (Screening, Brief Intervention and Referral to Treatment) SBIRT tools, Prescription Drug Monitoring Program (PDMP) enhancements, pharmacist interventions and related care coordination system-wide to improve outcomes for persons at risk and/or suffering from OUD. These efforts will be largely guided by the HOI, a statewide action plan, now in its third year of implementation. The plan targets seven (7) focus areas of the statewide system of care for the SUD COC, which includes education, prevention, treatment and recovery support services. Each focus area is coordinated by working groups with data informed targeted goals and objectives that collaborate and integrate state agencies, non-profit agencies, for-profit agencies, justice systems, and legislators.
