FUNCTIONAL STATEMENT 

VECTOR CONTROL UNIT 

Executes Hawaii Revised Statutes 321 and 322 and Hawaii Administrative Rule, Title 
11, Chapter 26 (Vector Control) to protect public health by suppressing outbreaks of 
potential vector-borne diseases throughout the State of Hawaii by timely surveillance for 
new or introduced vector species; abatement of rodents and other small animals, 
mosquitoes and other insects of medical significance which transmit disease or impair 
public well-being. 

Conducts applied research on the biology, ecology, and control of vectors; provides 
technical assistance and training to personnel in the branch operational units; and gives 
technical information and assistance on vector control to the general public and 
businesses upon request; and, as necessary, performs field work. 

Conducts and oversees pesticide training, management, handling and application. 

Responds to public health emergencies at the County of Kauai Emergency 
Management Agency (activated) Emergency Operations Center (EOG) as a resource 
for vector control/public health activities and pro'(ides technical and manpower support 
to Kauai District Health Office emergencies. 

SUBUNITS 1 & 2 

Coordinates the personnel and resources to conduct surveillances throughout the 
community for mosquitoes and rodents, routine inspectional, consultative, abatement 
and enforcement activities, and ports of entry surveillance for immigrant mosquito and 
rodent species at seaports and airports for the detection of alien mosquitoes and 
rodents entering the island. 

Ensures continuance of operations; collects, maintains, assures access and retrieval of 
data, reports, files of activities, and inventory of equipment and supplies. 

Responsible for the safety and well-being of sub�mit 1 and 2 members in the proper use 
of equipment, vehicles, and the use and storage of chemicals. 
Conducts surveillances throughout the community to determine location, identify types 
and population size of mosquitoes and rodents. 

Conducts routine inspectional and enforcement activities throughout the community on 
vectors of public health significance such as mosquitoes, rodents and insects. 

Conducts inspectional, consultative and enforcement activities of complaints on vector 
concerns, and if necessary enforces administrative rules pertaining to insects, rodents 
and other animals of public health concerns and nuisances. 

Conducts ports of entry assessments for location of mosquito traps to capture immigrant 
mosquito species at seaports and airports for the detection of alien mosquitoes entering 
the island. 
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Conducts the placement and retrieval of mosquito traps and contents at the ports of 
entry to capture immigrant mosquito species at seaports and airports for the detection of 
alien mosquitoes entering the island. Maintains mosquito traps. 

Conducts ports of entry assessments for location of rodent traps to eradicate rodent 
infestation at seaports and airports to prevent the spread of rodents through cargo. 

Conducts ports of entry trapping and baiting for the eradication of rodents at seaports 
and airports to prevent the spread of rodents through cargo. Maintains rodent bait 
stations and traps, and properly disposes of dead rodent carcasses. 

Conducts routine eradication and abatement activities throughout the community on 
vectors of public health significance such as mosquitoes, rodents and insects. 

Conducts emergency vector control operations during public health vector borne 
disease outbreaks by controlling or a~atement of vector such as but not limited to 
mosquitos, rodents, and flies. 

Conducts emergency vector control operations to prevent disease outbreaks after 
natural disasters by controlling or abatement of potential threats, such as mosquito, flies 
or rodent population. 
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
