County Ordinances: Hawai‘i County Ordinance 20-86 (as codified in Hawai‘i County Code §20) removed 
the reference to tires from the “Prohibited Materials” list (§20-01-03) and assigned it 
to/revised it in County of Hawai‘i Department of Environmental Management Rules of 
Practice & Procedure (rev. April 19, 2023). 
 
Admin Rules §2-1-3: 


• Prohibits the disposal of whole tires at the sanitary landfill, reload facility and 
island wide recycling and transfer stations. 


Overview: The County does not collect 
any tires at any recycling and 
transfer station, reload facility 
or landfill. It is illegal to drop 
off tires at any County facility. 
According to the 2019 
ISWMP, there are three main 
ways that tires are managed 
in the County:  


1. Residential and 
commercial scrap 
tires are in most 
cases collected and 
disposed of by the 
tire 
retailer/wholesaler when installing new tires. These tire retailers charge a 
required disposal fee (HRS §342I Section 23) to customers which may vary 
by establishment.  


2. Residents can also drop off tires at local DOH permitted tire recycling 
businesses. These establishments charge a small fee to dispose of used 
tires.  


3. Scrap tires on abandoned vehicles are transported by the vehicle removal 
company to a recycling or disposal facility.  


Per the County’s 2019 ISWMP, scrap tires generated in the County were used as 
energy feedstock and processed at AES Hawai‘i Inc. WtE facility. However, the the 
AES facility closed on September 1, 2022 as part of the State’s goal to reduce 
greenhouse gas emissions.1  Currently most waste tires are shipped to mainland or 
Asia for energy recovery or remanufacture/recycling. 


The County of Hawaiʻi’s Department of Environmental Management has also used 
scrap tire crumbs as ground cover at some of their recycling and transfer stations.

The County of Hawai‘i Department of Environmental Management strives to keep 
all used tires out of our landfill and our environment to prevent the spread of vector 
mosquitoes, prevent fires that can cause toxic fumes and to protect our scenic 
natural beauty.  The County reminds customers that state law (HRS §342 I Section 
23) requires that customers pay a disposal fee with every purchase of new tire; tire 
retailers are required to accept used tires from customers in a quantity equal to the 
number of new tires purchased at the point of sale; so customers should leave their 
old tire with the tire retailer when purchasing a new tire.

• Refuse Transfer Stations (RTS) and County landfills may not accept used motor vehicle 


and heavy equipment whole, cut, sliced, chipped, or shredded motor vehicle and heavy 


equipment tires, except for whole automobile and passenger truck tires from residential 


self-haulers for recycling. 


• Under certain conditions, the Department of Public Works may accept used passenger 


car and light truck tires from residential self-haulers only at RTS. 


• Under certain conditions, the County Engineer may approve the use of county-


owned tires whether chipped, chopped or shredded for daily landfill cover. 


Overview: According to the 2021 ISWMP2, in Kauaʻi, 
residential scrap tires are accepted at the 
County’s four RTS and the Kekaha 
Landfill at no charge. The tires collected 
at the County’s five sites are removed 
weekly by a private contractor for 
recycling. Because of the acceptance of 
residential tires free of charge at these 
five locations throughout the island, the 
County reports little to no illegal dumping 
of tires.  


The County contracts hauling and tire 
recycling with haulers that have a 
permitted disposal facility in Hawai‘i or on 
the mainland. Tires from commercial 
users are not accepted at the RTS but 
can be taken to Tire Warehouse, Unitek, and PS&D Tires, (all in Līhuʻe) for a fee. Tires can 
be processed for Tire Derived Fuel (TDF), crumbed with metal removed for landscaping, or 
made into Tire Derived Aggregate (TDA) for use in construction projects. The majority of tires 
brought in for disposal are used as fuel for energy production. 


Within the County, Unitek, and PS&D Tires are responsible for marketing scrap tires. Tires 
are either barged to Unitek’s facility in Oʻahu or shipped to processors on the mainland, with 
some limited markets in the state.

7.19.1 Regulations and Guidelines 
HRS 342I, Part II, defines a motor vehicle tire as 
“any tire that is used or designed for use on a 
motorized vehicle including but not limited to an 
automobile, bus, motorcycle, truck or heavy 
equipment.” HRS 342I, Part II, also prohibits the 
disposal of motor vehicle tires in municipal solid 
waste and requires tire retailers to charge a 
disposal fee when new tires are purchased to 
cover costs of the old tires. Used motor vehicle 
tires must be recycled through an authorized tire 
recycler permitted by the DOH. 
 
7.19.2 Current Practice 
Retailers are required to take back used tires 
when new ones are purchased. Waste (used) motor vehicle tires can be taken to E-H 
International; Molokaʻi Metals; Maui Tire Recycling, LLC; or the Olowalu Recycling and 
Refuse Convenience Center and are accepted for a fee. The County currently bans disposal 
of tires at landfill facilities. 
 
7.19.3 Planning Issues 
Recycling practices for tires are generally adequate. The areas of primary concern are large 
tire stockpiles, loads of tires that are illegally dumped on public or private property, and small 
quantities of tires stored by residents and businesses for disposal or recycling at an 
indeterminate date. Enforcement of tire recycling at the state level is currently inadequate, 
and state funding for implementation of a residential tire disposal program should be 
considered. DOH should also consider enhancing retail enforcement for recycling and 
closing the loophole on tires that are ordered online. The County could consider 
implementing a residential tire disposal program to prevent illegal dumping and exploring 
additional technology, as it becomes available and affordable, for recycling and re-use of 
tires.

Waste Characterization Data: Statewide Diversion of Tires: 7,054 tons/year (2000 Hawaiʻi ISWMP) 


Overview: The State of Hawaiʻi, Department of Health 
(DOH) estimates that more than one million 
(1,000,000) motor vehicle tires are imported into 
the State of Hawaiʻi annually. The majority of the 
imported new tires are used to replace used tires 
on existing vehicles, with the remaining tires 
being from new motor vehicles imported into the 
state.1 


Residential, commercial, and other customers 
that purchase new tires pay a disposal fee and 
may leave their used tires with the tire 
retailer/wholesaler from whom they are 
purchasing new tires.  For residents and 
commercial businesses that are not purchasing 
new tires but need to dispose of old tires, there 
are various establishments (permitted by the 
DOH) located in each county that will recycle or 
legally dispose of used tires (sometimes for a fee), 
such as at transfer stations or county convenience centers. 


Nationwide, tires can be retreaded, shredded for tire derived fuel (TDF), or used in artificial turf 
or other athletic applications; however, there are limited markets for use and reuse on the 
islands. While demand for scrap tires is expected to be steady, barriers to strengthening the 
demand for scrap tire-derived products (TDP) include limited markets and applications on the 
islands.

Hawaiʻi Revised Statues 
(HRS): 


HRS Chapter 342I  
Special Wastes Recycling 
Part II.  
Used Motor Vehicle Tire Recovery 


HRS Section 342I Part II key promulgations require tire retailers, wholesalers and authorized 
tire recyclers to charge customers a disposal fee, post written notices, maintain records, and 
annually report to State DOH.  


HRS Section 342I-21 defines motor vehicle tires as “any tire that is used or designed for use on 
a motorized vehicle including but not limited to an automobile, bus, motorcycle, truck or heavy 
equipment.” 


HRS Section 342I-22 prohibits the disposal of whole tires at any landfill or municipal solid waste 
incinerator. The law requires dealers to accept old tires from their customers for recycling. 







   


   


Customers are required to pay for tire disposal upon point of purchase even if they decide to 
keep their old tires. The amount of the non-refundable fee is determined by each tire retailer 
and varies by establishment. The DOH does not regulate the fee amount and have no data on 
the range of the fees being charged. 


Hawaiʻi Administrative Rules 
(HAR): 


HAR Department of Health Administrative Rules Title 11 
Rule HAR 11-58.1 Solid and Hazardous Waste Branch,  
Solid Waste Management Control 


HAR 11-58.1 identifies tires as “Special Wastes”. Special Wastes means any solid waste which, 
because of its source of physical, chemical, or biological characteristics, require special 
consideration for its proper processing or disposal, or both. Due to this designation, the HAR 
states that as of June 30, 1994, tires may not be accepted at disposal facilities permitted under 
HAR Title 11 regulations. 


Estimated Annual 
Generation and Diversion: 


Estimated Generation. Table 1 below provides an estimate of the annual number of scrap tires 
to be managed every year.  There is no reporting or tracking of this data for the State, so an 
estimate has been developed based on the number of passenger vehicles registered statewide 
in 2022. In Hawaiʻi, a passenger car means “every motor vehicle, except motorcycles and motor 
scooters, designed for carrying ten passengers or less and used for the transportation of 
persons.”2 Assuming that most tires typically last six years3, and the average age of vehicles on 
the roads in Hawaiʻi is 11.7 years4, it is estimated that the State could expect that on average, 
17 percent of passenger vehicles will replace one or more tires annually. For purposes of Table 
1, it is assumed that vehicles would replace all four tires at the same time.

Diversion. For Fiscal Year 2022, the DOH reported that 2,528 tons of tires were diverted 
statewide in DOH permitted Solid Waste Management Facilities. These tonnages do not include 
(1) tires that may have been collected by private retailers that did not send tires to a permitted 
SWM facility for recycling (i.e., were shipped off-island for recycling) and (2) tires incinerated for 
energy.
