i. Every year, communities across the globe are affected by natural disasters such as earthquakes, floods, hurricanes, tsunamis, storms, tornadoes, landslides, wildfires, and volcanic activity. As ocean and atmospheric temperatures continue to rise along with sea levels, the frequency and intensity of climate-related disasters is expected to increase. Disasters generate large volumes of debris such as building materials and vegetation, requiring diverse strategies and resources to properly manage such a varied waste composition. Additionally, disaster debris may be contaminated with hazardous materials including asbestos, chemicals, and sharp objects, posing health risks. Landfill disposal of disaster debris can strain limited capacity and can negatively impact the environment as well as human health if not managed properly. Recycling materials such as concrete, wood, and metal can reduce the burden on landfills, requiring investment and planning to establish additional recycling facilities and processes. Furthermore, disaster debris management is expensive, requiring significant financial resources for cleanup, transportation, recycling, and disposal. Funding these efforts, as well as taking the necessary measures to document hours, activities, and equipment use for possible reimbursement under the Public Assistance program, especially in the aftermath of a disaster when resources may be limited, can be a major challenge for local governments and relief organizations.
