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	1.     Increase effectiveness and documentation of nutrition education for each WIC participant by developing and implementing a Nutrition Services Plan in accordance with the Hawai’i State Plan. 
      At least 90% of all audited records will include documentation of appropriate and required nutrition education interventions.
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	2.   Provide WIC services to all eligible pregnant, breastfeeding, and postpartum women, infants and children up to age five years, in achieving 100% assigned caseload targets.   
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
